Why Orchestra.....

Playing a string instrument is a physical and
mental challenge. Young string players dis-
cover a new awareness of coordination,
concentration, and the development of mo-
tor skills.  Successful orchestra students
must make a commitment to themselves to
be responsible to practice, remember their
instrument, and be prepared for each or-
chestra lesson/class. This commitment then
carries over into all academic areas. The
